*Matrix positive means that the bird tested positive by PCR for one or more Influenza A
viruses. Any samples found to be matrix positive are then tested by PCR for H5 and H7
strains at the regional level. Any matrix positive birds that are then found to be either H5
or H7 positive are immediately sent to the NCFAD for confirmation and identification.
Authorities from the province or region where the bird was sampled will be notified when
preliminary H5 or H7 positive results are found at the regional lab. When the CFIA
confirms and identifies the virus, authorities from across the country will be notified.
This update reports all matrix positives, but does not report whether or not these matrix
positives were found to be H5 or H7 positive.
